| am grateful to everyone who came to the State of the Church meetings this past month. We had the
opportunity to describe where we have been, where we are, and to highlight some of the exciting plans
Genesis has for the future. Our hope was to begin to cast a vision that moves Genesis in the direction God
would have us go. At the end of each session, we asked people to share what they are most excited about
what they would love for us to do, and any questions that they had. | want to report back to you on some of
what we heard.

First, people are excited about a broad range of things at Genesis. Our missions, including ESL, Room in th
Inn, and Justice For Our Neighbors, were definite highlights, but we also heard great things about our
different ministry areas (children, youth, senior adults), prayer team and music ministry. Lots of people said
that it is the community of friendly and loving people at Genesis that makes this church wonderful. We hear
a lot of positive feedback about all of our P3 opportunities for worship, small groups and mission.

When asked about dreams for the future, we heard some practical and important ideas about reaching out t
new members and paying down our debt. People asked for more programming (youth choir, UMC history,
after school opportunities for children, sports) and more mission opportunities to reach a broader array of
needs (abused women, developmentally disabled adults, local mission trips). Some of you dreamed of a
community garden and a farmer6s market on site.

The questions we received also covered a lot of ground. We already responded directly to those who put
their names on their cards, but to give you a sense of the questions, they included very specific concerns
about Genesis (how do we provide security, which doors are open for events) as well as more broad
guestions about theology and the direction of the UMC itself. We will be addressing those questions in more
